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PADI OPEN WATER DIVER  
Did you know that 70% of the world is underwater?  Come discover this world with Aquarius Dive Shop’s PADI Open Water Certification program.  This course will give you basic knowledge in SCUBA diving.  Our training enables you to plan and execute dives in popular local dive sites, or to embark on exotic dive vacations.  Upon successful completion of the course, you will receive a PADI Open Water certification card, the world’s most widely recognized certification card.  
Class Schedule:
Prior to the beginning of the course, you will need to view the training video and read the PADI Open Water Diver manual.  At the end of each of the 5 chapters there is a knowledge review (quiz) which you will need to complete and bring with you to class.   
During the first week of the course, we will meet at the shop for 3 classroom sessions (typically on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday) from approximately 6:00pm – 10:00pm to review and discuss the material you studied previously.  In addition, you will receive a thorough introduction to the basics of SCUBA equipment and receive hands-on training on how to set it up and use it properly.
On the Saturday and Sunday mornings following the classroom sessions, we typically meet for pool training from 8 am. – 12 pm.   In the pool, you will learn how to perform all of the basic scuba skills.  You will become comfortable using the SCUBA equipment before going to the ocean.  
The following weekend, on Saturday and Sunday, from approximately 7:30 am – 3:00 pm, we will do 2 open water ocean dives each day at a popular Monterey Bay dive site.  There, you will demonstrate the skills you practiced in the pool and to do some diving “just for fun”.   Throughout this experience, you will be under the close supervision of our instructors and divemasters in order to ensure your safety, and to provide you with coaching and counseling as you learn to apply your basic skills knowledge to actual diving circumstances.

· Mask, Snorkel, Fins, Boots and Gloves.  These items require a personal fit and can be used for either snorkeling or diving.  Each student must bring these items to the pool and ocean sessions.  We have many choices available in the shop and students receive a 10% discount on all in-store purchases.
